The student research 
competition consists of three categories: oral presentations, poster 
presentations, and a three-minute thesis competition.
Al Ain University students won 8 awards in various research fields. 
Additionally, Dubai Medical College for Girls received 6 awards, the 
United Arab Emirates University received 5 awards, and 4 awards each 
went to the Jordan University of Science and Technology and Abu Dhabi 
University. The University of Sharjah secured 3 awards.
